Social and Political Sciences (SPS) at Cambridge stands out as one of the most flexible tripos's on offer. Building on subjects such as Sociology, Psychology, and Politics, the tripos allows you to pick the specific path you would like to pursue. The most popular route is Politics, but Sociology, Anthropology, and Psychology are all on offer as well.

The first year in the Tripos offers an introduction to all four strands of the course, as you will take a paper in each. Don't worry if you haven't covered any of the subjects at A-level as first year gives a great introduction into the basic.

Part II (Second and Third Year) you can chose to follow one of these subjects exclusively, or a combination of two. You can also take papers in interdisciplinary subjects ranging from the History, Criminology, Medicine, to Economics.

SPS is asses ed by a combination exams and set essays. You can also choose to do a 10,000 word dissertation in your third year.

The format of the Tripos is such that a lot of your time will be spent independently. We have very few lectures compared to other subjects (and no 9:00am starts!), but due to the lack of contact time, the reading lists are large and you are expected to read around the subject on your own time.

SPS is a really great course that gives you great insight into so many contemporary events. The lectures are all top class and available to help you out with questions and concerns. And the faculty is just around the corner from Downing, which means you only have to get up 10 minutes before lectures!
