lll. President

- Dick Taplin and the buildings management team have resolved the problems with the
state of the accommodation in 65 Lensfield Road. The residents are now happy.

- The bursar has a list of rooms which have been draft proofed but this is an ongoing
process.

- The college is investing in a machine for library for the self-issuing of books. There were
some concerns from the Fellow Librarian about the beeping sound that it makes but this
is not a serious issue.

- Ali has met with the Bursar to discuss the college plans which involve selling 65 Lensfield
Road. Their main concern is the development of the rooms above the Charlie Chan
restaurant.

- It was pointed out in a General Purposes Committee that those people organising garden
parties need to get on to forms.

- The Bar and Amenities Committee has noted that the bar is doing well and now has
extended licensing hours for football events.

- The Senior Tutor has noted the possibility that garden parties may clash with rescheduled
exams which could be problematic.

Need to speak to
the dean about gambling rules and whether real money can be used.

IX. Sophie Wawro - Ball President

- The Ball has been proposed to the General Purposes Committee and will take place on
21st June 2011. The Committee are investigating sponsorship; security; marguees etc.

- The committee is now sorted but some room has been left for next years freshers.

X. Griffin

XV. Access

- Open day on Saturday went smoothly.

- Went on a visit to a school in Dorchester: talks on admissions/finance. An upcoming South
West open day.

- Seeking people to be added to the access volunteers list. Possibly set up an access
facebook group.

XVI. Welfare

- Controversy at the women’s union over the pole fitness classes at the Union.

- Vote: ‘The JCR supports the Union’s decision to run pole dancing classes’. 18 votes in
favour. 1 abstention.

- Does the JCR want to be involved in the ‘Reclaim the Night’ campaign. The women’s
welfare officer is willing to publicise it but does not want to be actively involved as it is
discriminatory towards men.

- Want to hold doughnut days 2 times a week on the library lawn, dependent on funs.
Possibly have alternatives to doughnuts.

- Investigating having a massage therapist come in to teach relaxation techniques. Would
like to do other things, e.g. mid-term goody bag, if they had more money.

XVII. Other matters

- Think of ideas to make open meetings more popular. E.g. free ice lollies. Date to be set for
13th May.

- 2 superformals to be held every term on fixed dates. Costs £30 but it is supposed to be
elaborate - don’t want to cut back.
